Chapter Minutes of the QCCPA (May 5, 2011)

1. Reports:

a. Day MACER: The next iteration of the QCCFamily email list is moving forward in the form of a traditional ListServ product. With this technology, the current use of the QCCFamily distribution list will allow Send access to all; however, the ListServ product will also allow folks to unsubscribe and get out of the fray of the conversations that can sometimes occur. Other restricted lists will be added for emergencies and system outages. The new protocol is currently operating in test mode. Once the new Data Center move is complete and the new email server is in place, the ListServ will move into production sometime during the summer of 2011, and if all goes as planned it will be in full production by the start of the fall semester. Andria announced that Steve Zona will be a new member on Day MACER next academic year.

2. DE MACER: No report

3. DCE MACER: No report. Andria announced the members for DCE MACER for next academic year. These include Mark Bashour and Nadine Stewart. Andria is looking for a third member, preferable a full-time faculty member who teaches DCE.

4. President’s Report: Andria emailed her report to the membership. She also reported on the Delegate Assembly held on April 30: the budget was approved with no increases in dues although there may be a possible increase in MTA and NEA dues; By-Law Amendment 2 passed; and MCCC Vice President Linda Grochowalski was the recipient of the John Palmer Award for adjunct faculty contribution to the MCCC. Andria also reminded the membership not only to review their personnel folders each year, but also of Weingarten and the right to have union representation at any meeting where an MCCC member is called in regarding discipline. Lastly, Andria informed the membership of the annual MTA summer conference in Williamstown the first week in August.
5. Old Business: Questions were raised about personnel changes in IT as well as NUP raises. Andria stated that 1.5% on-base increases will be given to NUP’s who earn less than $100,000, except for a few select individuals who will receive more because of a change in their job duties.
